TRUTHFULNESS AND PRESERVING HUMAN
DIGNITY
Respect for the truth, preservation of human
dignity and accurate informing of the public are
the overriding principles of the Press.







GERMAN
PRESS CODE
Section 2 CARE
Research is an indispensable instrument of journalistic due
diligence. The publication of specific information in word,
picture and graphics must be carefully checked in respect of
accuracy in the light of existing circumstances.
Its sense must not be distorted or falsified by
editing, title or picture captions. Unconfirmed reports,
rumours or assumptions must be quoted as such.
Symbolic photos must be clearly marked as such.





ICCPR + CERD

1. International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR):
Article 19: Protects freedom of expression but allows restrictions
for the respect of others' rights or reputations, or for the
protection of national security, public order, or public health.
Article 20: Prohibits hate speech and incitement to
discrimination, hostility, or violence.

2. International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial
Discrimination (ICERD):

Requires states to prohibit hate speech and incitement to racial
discrimination.





EUROPEAN
CONVENTIONS

Framework Decision on Combating Racism and
Xenophobia:

Criminalizes hate speech and the denial or trivialization
of crimes like genocide or crimes against humanity.

General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR):
While primarily about data privacy, it can intersect with
press freedom when personal data is used to spread
stereotypes or discriminatory content.
